FROM THE BOARD CHAIR AND PRESIDENT/CEO

We are pleased to present you with our 2006 Annual Report.  With the adoption of our new Strategic Plan, AJFCA has entered into a most exciting era.  This Report demonstrates some of our early accomplishments as we bring the Plan to fruition.
MISSION STATEMENT

The Association of Jewish Family and Children’s Agencies supports the work of its members’ professional and volunteer leadership in strengthening the quality of life for people throughout North America.  On behalf of its members and their clients, the Association advocates for services and policies that both promote healthy Jewish families, individuals, and children and strengthen their connection to the Jewish and general communities.  In direct consultation and through networking opportunities, the Association provides its members with professional expertise in understanding current and emerging trends, problem-solving around service delivery issues, recruitment of personnel, and research and planning.

HIGHLIGHTS OF 2006
· AJFCA was approved and certified by Jewish Charities of America, an IRS-recognized tax-exempt federated group, for inclusion in the Fall 2006 fund drive campaign. By joining Jewish Charities of America, AJFCA will participate more effectively in the Combined Federal Campaign, the charitable fund drive for U.S. Government employees, as well as in fund drives conducted by many state and municipal governments, United Way, and corporations.
· AJFCA’s 2006 Washington Advocacy Mission was attended by over 30 professionals and lay volunteers from across the United States. The AJFCA group met with 32 Members of Congress and their staff, the most to date for a single advocacy mission. AJFCA has expanded the membership of the Legislative Task Force and instituted quarterly conference calls with both government and nonprofit speakers focusing on topics affecting AJFCA’s legislative priorities. 

· For the second year in a row, AJFCA completed a survey of all U.S. agencies to create a list of legislative priorities.

· AJFCA/Washington regularly notifies the field about grant opportunities while regularly engaging in grassroots advocacy through the "Third Monday Memo" and direct e-mails to the field. 
· AJFCA continues to build relationships and encourage advocacy by AJFCA member agencies through individual conference calls to CEOs.
· The AJFCA Board of Directors approved a Strategic Plan including recommendations for a more effective governance structure. Immediately following the Plan's adoption, an Implementation Task Force began to think through how the agency could move forward with the recommendations.
· AJFCA created an Affinity Group of Senior Managers for Jewish Programming. The group has focused its discussion on "Jewish content" and the challenge of integrating this content into JFS programs.

· AJFCA held a two-day seminar for CEOs from agencies with budgets of over $6 million. Seminar topics included: management and organizational issues, entrepreneurial efforts and profit centers, marketing, the JFS Image and JFS Identity and New Skill Sets.

· AJFCA worked closely with the Jewish Funders Network as they formed a partnership with the Harry and Jeanette Weinberg Foundation to create the Matching Grant Initiative for Jewish Elderly Poor. This initiative will provide $2 million from the Weinberg Foundation to match JFN member gifts between $25,000​-$50,000.
· Together with the Jewish Social Service Professionals Association (JSSPA), AJFCA sponsored an Institute entitled “Superstars: Building and Keeping the Strongest – It Is Not About You” with Dr. Lawrence J. Borodkin, Director of Screening Services, PRADCO, Twinsburg, OH as Guest Speaker.
· Over 325 people attended AJFCA’s 34th Annual Conference in San Jose, CA. Guest speakers included Professor Gerald Bubis, Founding Director of the School of Jewish Communal Service, Hebrew Union College – Jewish Institute of Religion, Los Angeles, CA; Hal Sacks, Founding and Executive Director Emeritus of the Tidewater Jewish Foundation; Dr. Steven Windmueller, Director of the School of Jewish Communal Services at Hebrew Union College – Jewish Institute of Religion, Los Angeles, CA; Dr. Anita Friedman, Executive Director - JFCS in the San Francisco Bay Area, CA; Robert M. Zimmerman, Fundraising Specialist and President - Zimmerman Lehman, San Francisco, CA; Ann W. Lehman, Planning Specialist, Executive Coach and Policy Expert on Women’s Rights and Issues – Zimmerman Lehman, San Francisco, CA; and Rabbi Ed Feinstein, Senior Rabbi - Valley Beth Shalom, Encino, CA.

· AJFCA administered almost $124,000 in funds to assist our member agencies recover from the devastating effects of Hurricanes Katrina and Wilma.
